Retrieving CompuServe email using Microsoft Exchange and Microsoft Outlook 

If you're using Microsoft Exchange (included in Windows 95 and Win-

dows NT 4.x) or Microsoft Outlook to send email, you can appreciate 

the ability to send mail to many different online services/mail delivery 

systems using a single common interface. However, specifying which 

mail delivery system (Internet, CompuServe, Microsoft Network, etc.) 

to use for a given address is not always easy using the default configu-

ration.

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If you are wondering "what is an RSS feed", please read on. You are about to learn the ins and outs of RSS 

feeds and how to use them most effectively. The orange "button" in the upper right hand corner of this web 
page (in fact, all our pages) is the one that represents our RSS feed. You will find many websites that pub-
lish an RSS Feed in order to easily deliver content to their readers.  

Do you have your own RSS reader?  

Not sure how to use an RSS feed? Please read on to learn all about it.  

More and more websites publish new content on a regular basis. Some examples are CNN's news site, Wall-
street Journal's financial information, weather channels or websites that publish DVD and music album re-

leases. We also publish new Windows Tips and Tricks through our own RSS feed. If you are like most inter-

net users, you probably visit a number of websites regularly in order to keep up with the latest news and 
trends about the different topics that interest you.  

In order to keep up, you would have to visit each of your favorite websites every day, just to find out if 
something of interest has been published. I'm sure you agree that there must be a more efficient way to go 
about this.  

So, What is an RSS Feed? 

"RSS" means "Really Simple Syndication." It means that you can subscribe to a website that has an RSS 
feed. Once you do that, all the updates and news will come automatically to you. Centralized in one location.  

What do you need?  

Ok, in order to read an RSS Feed, you need an, um, RSS reader .  

There are several free RSS readers  that you can download and install, but my advice would be to avoid the 
extra software burden on your computer and use a free web service like MyYahoo!, MyMSN or Google:  

 
Add windows -help -central.com RSS to your "My Yahoo!"   

 
Add windows -help -central.com RSS to your "My MSN"   

 
Add windows -help -central.com RSS to your Google homepage  

In this installment of our RSS Reader mini -course, I will follow the route of the Google Reader. Pick one of 
the options above and you will be taken to a page where you can sign up for a free account. Let's stick with 
the example of Google Reader. Clicking on the Google link above will take you to a screen like this:

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You can choose between Google's RSS Reader or Google's Home page. Let's try the Google Reader option, it 
will take you to the next screen where you can login if you have an existing Google account, or you can click 

the "Create an account" button to get started and um, create your account. Don't worry, it's free and you 
can do lots of other useful stuff with a Google account.  

If you already have a Google account, you can skip this section  and immediately proceed to the part where I 
discuss what happens when you are logged on to your Google Reader with your account.  

If you don't have a Google account, click the "Create an account" button from the previous screen, you will 
have to enter your current email address and choose a password:  

 

Next you will have to choose your location, enter the graphical challenge ( captcha ) and accept Google's 

terms of service and privacy policy to create your account: What will then happen is that Google will send an 
email with a confirmation link to the email address that you provided. Go check your inbox and click the acti-
vation link in order to get started with Google's RSS Reader.  

Once logged in, you will see an overview of all your current RSS subscriptions in the Google RSS Reader on 
the left hand side of the screen, in the area indicated by the red arrow in the image below

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The new items that are published on your subscribed sites will appear on the right in the Google RSS Reader, 
indicated by the red arrow. By simply clicking on your different subscribed sites on the left, you get a nice 
overview of all the new published items on all of your favorite websites. You can click the "Add Subscription" 

link in the Reader in order to manually add more RSS feeds and you can click the "Manage subscriptions" 

link to organize or delete your existing RSS feeds. The "Add Subscription" link in the Google Reader comes 
with a search function, but if you want to manually add a specific site, you just need to copy and paste the 
RSS feed of that particular site in the Google reader.  

Apart from online RSS services like the one from Google, you can also use RSS Feeds in Internet Explorer . 

Recently, the club obtained a PayPal account.  As many of you may know, PayPal is a secure way to buy and 

sell online.  Their system also allows organizations like the Computer Club to accept membership dues and 

advertising money on our web site (BigBearCC.org).  You can go to the BBCC site and scroll down the home 

page until you find a ‗Donate‘ button.  Click it to pay with a credit card or your PayPal account.  It will save 

writing a check and mailing or bringing it to a meeting.  It is also a convenience for advertisers.  In fact, that is 

why we first looked into PayPal. 

 

When someone pays via the web site ‗Donate‘ button, PayPal notifies us that a donation has been made.  The 

money remains in the club PayPal account until our treasurer moves it into the club bank account.  PayPal 

charges a minimal service fee for each transaction.  Their fee is deducted only when a payment is made.

AOL: Is There Life Beyond Time Warner? 

Q. Is it true that AOL is going out of business or is going to just disappear? 

A. Not exactly, but it is important for all AOL users to be aware of what‘s happening. Last month, Time War-

ner announced that it will jettison its AOL subsidiary by the end of this year. Attempting to put a positive spin 

on the unceremonious dumping of AOL, Jeffrey Bewkes, Time Warner CEO, said (with a straight face), "We 

believe AOL will have a better opportunity to achieve its full potential as an independent Internet company." 

Sure it will. 

AOL today is a mere shadow of its former self. In 2002, users peaked at nearly 27 million. Currently, AOL has 

approximately six million subscribers, and this announcement is expected to result in a spike in migration as 

AOL users flee to greener digital pastures. 

If you are currently using AOL, you effectively have two choices: You can stay with AOL and see what hap-

pens (last one out, please turn off the lights), or you can join the tens of millions of former AOL users who 

have moved to other Internet access providers.

   Passwords are a common form of authentication and are often the only barrier between a user and your personal infor-

mation. There are several programs attackers can use to help guess or "crack" passwords, but by choosing good pass-

words and keeping them confidential, you can make it more difficult for an unauthorized person to access your informa-

tion. 

Why do you need a password? 

   Think about the number of personal identification numbers (PINs), passwords, or passphrases you use every day: get-

ting money from the ATM or using your debit card in a store, logging on to your computer or email, signing in to 

an  online bank account or shopping cart...the list seems to just keep getting  longer.  Keeping track of all of the number, 

letter, and word combinations may be frustrating at times, and maybe you've wondered if all of the fuss is worth it. After 

all, what attacker cares about your personal email account, right? Or why would someone bother with your practically 

empty bank account when there are others with much more money? Often, an attack is not specifically about your ac-

count but about using the access to your information to launch a larger attack. And while having someone gain ac-

cess  to  your  personal email might not seem like much more than an inconvenience and threat to your privacy, think of 

the implications of an attacker gaining access to your social security number or your medical records. 

 

   One of the best ways to protect information or physical property is to ensure that only authorized people have access to 

it. Verifying that someone is the person they claim to be is the next step, and this authentication process is even more 

important, and more difficult, in the cyber world. Passwords are the most common means of authentication, but if you 

don't choose good  passwords  or  keep them confidential, they're almost as ineffective as not having any password at all. 

Many systems and services have been successfully broken into due to the use of insecure and inadequate passwords, and 

some viruses and worms have exploited systems by guessing weak passwords. 

 

How do you choose a good password? 

   Most people use passwords that are based on personal information and are easy to remember. However, that also 

makes it easier for an attacker to guess  or  "crack"  them. Consider a four-digit PIN number. Is yours a combination of 

the month, day, or year of your birthday? Or the last four digits of your social security number? Or your address or 

phone number? Think about how easily it is to find this information out about somebody. What  about  your email pass-

wordâ?"is it a word that can be found in the dictionary? If so, it may be susceptible to "dictionary" attacks, which at-

tempt to guess passwords based on words in the dictionary. 

 

   Although intentionally misspelling a word ("daytt" instead of "date") may offer some protection against dictionary at-

tacks, an even better method is to rely on a series of words and use memory techniques, or mnemonics, to help you re-

member how to decode it. For example, instead of the password "hoops," use "IlTpbb" for "[I] [l]ike [T]o [p]lay [b]asket

[b]all." Using both lowercase and capital letters adds another layer of obscurity. Your best  defense,  though,  is  to  use a 

combination of numbers, special characters, and both lowercase and capital letters. Change the same example we used 

above to "Il!2pBb." and see how much more complicated it has become just by adding numbers and special characters. 

 

   Longer passwords are more secure than shorter ones because there are more characters  to  guess, so consider using 

passphrases when you can. For example, "This passwd is 4 my email!" would be a strong password because it has many 

characters and includes lowercase and capital letters, numbers, and special  characters.  You  may  need  to try different 

variations of a passphraseâ?"many applications limit the length of passwords, and some do not accept spaces. Avoid 

common phrases, famous quotations, and song lyrics.  Don't assume that now that you've developed a strong password 

you should use it for every system or program you log into. If an attacker does guess it, he  would  have  access  to all of

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your accounts. You should use these techniques to develop unique passwords for each of your accounts. 

 

   Here is a review of tactics to use when choosing a password: 

     * Don't use passwords that are based on personal information that can be 

       easily accessed or guessed. 

     * Don't use words that can be found in any dictionary of any language. 

     * Develop a mnemonic for remembering complex passwords. 

     * Use both lowercase and capital letters. 

     * Use a combination of letters, numbers, and special characters. 

     * Use passphrases when you can. 

     * Use different passwords on different systems. 

 

How can you protect your password? 

   Now that you've chosen a password that's difficult to guess, you have to make sure not to leave it someplace for people 

to find. Writing it down and leaving it in your desk, next to your computer, or, worse, taped to your computer, is just 

making it easy for someone who has physical access to your office. Don't tell anyone your passwords, and watch for at-

tackers trying to trick you through phone calls or email messages requesting that you reveal your passwords (see Avoid-

ing Social Engineering and Phishing Attacks for more information). 

 

   If your internet service provider (ISP) offers choices of authentication systems, look for ones that use Kerberos, chal-

lenge/response, or public key encryption  rather  than  simple passwords (see Understanding ISPs and Supplementing 

Passwords for more information). Consider challenging service providers that only use passwords to adopt more secure 

methods. 

 

   Also, many programs offer the option of "remembering" your password, but these programs have varying degrees of 

security protecting that information. Some programs, such as email clients, store the information in clear text in a file on 

your computer. This means that anyone with access to your computer can discover all of your passwords and can gain 

access to your information. For this reason, always remember to log out when you are using a public computer (at the 

library, an internet cafe, or even a shared computer at your office).  

 

Other programs, such as Apple's Keychain and Palm's Secure Desktop, use strong encryption to protect the information. 

These types of programs may be viable options for managing your passwords if you find you have too many to remem-

ber. 

 

   There's no guarantee that these techniques will prevent an attacker from learning your password, but they will make it 

more difficult.

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Windows 7 Professional and higher versions (but not Windows 7 Home) have an interesting feature that will 

run XP compatible software that would not otherwise run on Vista or 7, by running the software on a virtual 

XP machine. This feature is called Mode Virtualization or Virtual PC/Windows XP Mode (sometimes referred 

to as XPM), and allows Windows 7 to run XP software on the desktop, making it appear that the software run-

ning in XP virtual mode (XPM) is running as a Windows 7 program. 

  

Windows 7 Home Premium is clearly intended for the common home user, and contains features that Micro-

soft has determined that home users typically want. Home Premium offers improved desktop navigation, faster 

startup, watch and record TV (on properly equipped computers), and simplified home networking. 

  

Windows 7 Ultimate, not currently offered for pre-order, has all of the features of Home Premium, plus the XP 

compatibility mode, automated backup, BitLocker encryption, and support for 35 languages. 

  

Windows 7 Professional, available for pre-order, has basically the same features as Ultimate, except for the 

BitLocker encryption and the multi-lingual support. 

  

If you currently have a Vista computer and are unhappy with Vista, then this limited time pre-order is an ex-

cellent deal if you want to try Windows 7. If you have a fairly powerful and modern XP computer, and would 

like to see if Windows 7 will run well on it, then download and try the Advisor before purchasing Windows 

7.   In any case, if you are considering purchasing Windows 7, do it before the offer expires on July 11. If you 

are currently considering purchasing a new computer, confirm from the seller that it will be eligible for the free 

upgrade to Windows 7.

As you are editing your worksheet, it 

not untypical that you will need to 

move things around. One of the most 

common way of doing this is to insert 

cells, which will result in the move-

ment of existing cells. You can insert 

a cell (or cells) in your worksheet by 

following these steps:
