Word was DOS-based, and first introduced, 

(that was 1985 and he was only four years 

old) and continuing to the present day,  

 
Bruce has taught executive audiences how to gain 

a new platform for their ideas, new respect for 

their careers, and their causes, by using Mi-

crosoftôs global standard for conveying ideas in 

writing.

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Using Caution with USB Drives - Author: Mindi McDowell 
 

 
 

 

USB drives are popular for storing and transporting data, but some of the characteristics that make them con-
venient also introduce security risks 
 

What security risks are associated with USB drives?  
Because USB drives, sometimes known as thumb drives are small, readily available, inexpensive, and       
extremely portable, they are popular for storing and transporting files from one computer to another. However,  
 

these same characteristics make them appealing to attackers. 
 

One option is for attackers to use your USB drive to infect other computers. An attacker might infect a com-
puter with malicious code, or malware that can detect when a USB drive is plugged into a computer. The mal-
ware then downloads malicious code onto the drive. When the USB drive is plugged into another computer,  
 

the malware infects that computer 
 
. 

Some attackers have also targeted electronic devices directly, infecting items such as electronic picture 
frames and USB drives during production. When users buy the infected products and plug them into their  
 
 

computers, malware is installed on their computers. 
 

Attackers may also use their USB drives to steal information directly from a computer. If an attacker can phys-
ically access a computer, he or she can download sensitive information directly onto a USB drive. Even com-
puters that have been turned off may be vulnerable, because a computer's memory is still active for several 
minutes without power. If an attacker can plug a USB drive into the computer during that time, he or she can 
quickly reboot the system from the USB drive and copy the computer's memory, including passwords, encryp-
tion keys, and other sensitive data, onto the drive. Victims may not even realize that their computers  
 

 

were attacked 
 
 

The most obvious security risk for USB drives, though, is that they are easily lost or stolen (see protecting 
Portable Devices: Physical Security for more information). If the data was not backed up, the loss of a USB 
drive can mean hours of lost work and the potential that the information cannot be replicated. And if the infor- 
 

mation on the drive is not encrypted, anyone who has the USB drive can access all of the data on it. 

 

How can you protect your data? 
There are steps you can take to protect the data on your USB drive and on any computer that you might plug 
the drive into:  

 

¶ Take advantage of security features - Use passwords and encryption on your USB drive to protect your 

data, and make sure that you have the information backed up in case your drive is lost (see Protecting 
Portable Devices: Data Security for more information).  

 

¶ Keep personal and business USB drives separate - Do not use personal USB drives on computers owned 

by your organization, and do not plug USB drives containing corporate information into your personal com-
puter.  

 

¶ Use and maintain security software, and keep all software up to date  

 

¶ Use a firewall, anti-virus software, and anti-spyware software to make your computer less vulnerable to 
attacks, and make sure to keep the virus definitions current (see Understanding Firewalls, Understanding 
Anti-Virus Software, and Recognizing and Avoiding Spyware for more information). Also, keep the software 
on your computer up to date by applying any necessary patches (see Understanding Patches for more in-
formation). 

 

¶ Do not plug an unknown USB drive into your computer - If you find a USB drive, give it to the appropriate 

authorities (a location's security personnel, your organization's IT department, etc.). Do not plug it into 
your computer to view the contents or to try to identify the owner. 

 

¶ Disable Auto run - The Auto run feature causes removable media such as CDs, DVDs, and USB drives to 

open automatically when they are inserted into a drive. By disabling Auto run, you can prevent malicious 
code on an infected USB drive from opening automatically. In How to disable the Auto run functionality in 
Windows, Microsoft has provided a wizard to disable Auto run. In the "More Information" section, look for 
the Microsoft Fix it icon under the heading "How to disable or enable all Auto run features in Windows 7 
and other operating systems."

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IObit Releases New Malware Fighter - By Ira Wilsker

I was recently using someoneôs older computer which had IObit Security 360 installed as its anti-spyware pro-
gram. As is typical, I always check and update, if necessary, the installed security software. I noticed that the 
IObit Security 360, a popular anti-spyware utility with millions of downloads had not been updated for several 
weeks, and clicked on the button to manually update it. As the software was checking for updates, a pop-up 
window appeared stating that IObit Security 360 had been discontinued and would not be updated, but a free 
replacement security utility was offered, IObit Malware Fighter Free. I okayed the download (from CNet), and 
downloaded the free version of IObit Malware Fighter. 
 
Upon commencing the install process, the IObit Malware Fighter found that IObit Security 360 was currently 
installed and loaded, and asked permission to uninstall the 360, and then install the Malware Fighter. The 
process went quickly and smoothly. IObit Security 360 had been out for several years, had been a subject of 
this column previously, and earned a loyal following of millions of users. While generally regarded as a decent 
anti-malware program with some of the highest malware detection and removal rates in the industry, IObit 
Security 360 had a checkered reputation after a competing program, Malwarebytes, alleged in 2009 that IObit 
had stolen proprietary digital malware signature files from Malwarebytes for use in IObit Security 360 (source: 
news.cnet.com/8301-27080_3-10389650-245.html). This alleged use of purloined signature files caused 
some of the popular security blogs and rating websites to withdraw their recommendations of IObit Security 
360, one (Gizmo) even put 360 in its virtual ñjailò, asking its readers not to use 360 due to the alleged data 
theft (source: dottech.org/tipsntricks/keeping-them-honest/11662). IObit removed all of the questioned digital 
signatures, and continued to develop and update 360 until recently, but its tarnished reputation always fol-
lowed it. 
 
As technology and cyber security are rapidly changing fields, it was inevitable that IObit have a major over-
haul of 360 in order to restore its reputation as a leader in the anti-malware industry. It appears that IObit may 
have accomplished the feat by releasing its comprehensive new anti-malware utility, IObit Malware Fighter 
Free, and its big brother, the commercial IObit Malware Fighter Pro. The free version is available for personal 
non-commercial use, and the Pro version ($20 - $30) can be used by individuals or in a business environ-
ment. According to the IObit website, IObit Malware Fighter 1.0 incorporates several new features including, ñ 
é Improved Engine for Smart Scan, Full Scan and Custom Scan; Brand new & easy-to-use interface; En-
hanced real-time protection; and Creative Cloud Computing Technology.ò As with several of its competitors, 
this new software offers real time protection, frequent updates, and is explicitly designed to run in addition to 
antivirus software as an additional layer of protection. The commercial Pro version ($20 - $30) has all of the 
features of the Free version, plus, ñ é Enhanced Malware Protection; Automated Scan when PC is Idle; 
Scheduled Scan; Automatic Update with High Priority; Free 24x7 Customer Support; Enhanced Real-time 
Protection; and Consent for Commercial Use.ò IObit Malware Fighter will run on most versions of Windows, 
including the 32 and 64 bit builds of Windows 2000, XP, Vista, and Windows 7. 
 
After downloading and installing IObit Malware Fighter Free, version 1.0, I noticed the word ñExpiredò on the 
top edge of the screen; a short inquiry disclosed that this old computer had the Pro version of IObit Security 
360 installed previously, but the annual subscription had expired. The newly installed (and updated) IObit 
Malware Fighter detected that the Pro version of 360 had been installed previously, and if the annual license 
had still been valid, it would have automatically enabled the Pro features of Malware Fighter. 
 
The first screen of Malware Fighter is the ñOverviewñ screen, which displays the security status of the com-
puter. One noteworthy feature of this Overview screen is the ñDOG Detectionò feature which is checked in the 
top right corner of the screen. ñDOGò in this context, is a new term for me, but IObit explains it as, ñUsing 
DOG (Digital Original Gene), a novel heuristic malware detection method, while IObit Malware Fighter can 
find the most complex threats.ò

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The next screen, as selected on the left margin of the window, is the ñScanò screen. This is where the user 
can select the type of scan desired, such as a ñSmart Scanò (ñQuickly scan the most critical sections of your 
systemò); a ñFull Scanò (complete hard drive scan); or a ñCustom Scanò where the user selects what directo-
ries to scan. 
 
The ñProtectò screen displays the real-time protection features implemented by IObit Malware Fighter. The 
Free version provides real-time protection of the startup files, the browser, the network, critical system files, 
and questionable internet cookies. The paid Pro version provides additional real-time protection of the system 
processes, connected USB drives (including USB transmitted malware), and malicious actions against the 
computer. 
 
Cloud computing, which is the current fad in cyberspace, is represented by the fourth screen, and Malware 
Fighter uses, ñ é Cloud computing technology to analyze the behavior of security risks in an automated way.ò 
While not explicitly stated in the program, a review of the credits (click MORE ï ABOUT) shows that the very 
popular and well respected security service Panda Cloud is somehow involved in this cloud protection. 
 
Based on the tradition and reputation (tarnish excluded) of its direct predecessor being one of the top-rated 
malware detection and removal utilities, I am willing to give the newly released IObit Malware Fighter Free a 
chance, and will follow its performance on this older computer. If it can perform as well as its predecessor, 
and protect this machine from the endemic threats present in cyberspace, than this would have been a good 
choice.

3. You can also point to All Accelerators to see a complete list of Accelerators available on your computer. 

4. Click an Accelerator, and then do one or both of the following: 
 

¶To see a preview of information or content, point to an Accelerator on the list. 
 

¶To open an Accelerator's web service on a webpage, click the Accelerator on the list.

You spend a lot of time staring at your computer every day. It's easy to get tired of the same old layout in 
Windows. 
 

Maybe you feel the taskbar could use some sprucing-up. Granted, the look of Windows 7 is leaps and bounds 
better than XP. But Windows has had the same layout for quite a while. 
 

Here is a fun program that can change all that. It's called Winstep Nexus. It is an extremely versatile desktop 
icon dock. It closely resembles the dock on Mac operating systems. However, you can customize every facet 
of the dock's appearance. 
 

Nexus comes pre-loaded with more than two dozen themes. The themes include smooth high-quality back-
grounds and bordered graphics. They also include a variety of animated effects and custom icons. 
 

Winstep has also partnered with a number of popular theme sites. These sites allow you to download addi-
tional free themes. They are listed on Winstep's website on the Themes page. Give Winstep Nexus a try and 
make your desktop come alive! 
 

Note: There is both a free version and a paid version of this program. The depth of customization in the free 
version is impressive. But if you want more options, consider upgrading to the paid version.

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While much of the innovation these days seems to be happening in smartphones and tablets, Intel says big 
improvements lie ahead for the trusty PC. 
 

In the next two years, mainstream laptops will get thinner and lighter, run all day on a single battery charge, 
have touchscreens, get instant-on capabilities and run multiple OSes, all without compromising performance, 
CEO Paul Otellini said at the company's financial analyst day on Tuesday. 
 

"This is not just about evolving the PC. This is about reinventing the PC into a much more consumer electron-
ics-like device," Otellini said. 
 

Get Daily News by Email 
Some of the developments are probably being driven by tablets and smartphones -- particularly Apple's iPh-
one and iPad -- as people become accustomed to computers that start instantly at the press of a button. 
 

While Intel hurries to develop chips that are better suited to smaller devices, it still maintains that PCs will play 
a central role. "People want to create, and we still look at tablet PCs more as sort of consuming devices," said 
Dadi Perlmutter, joint head of the Intel Architecture Group. 
 

Intel didn't talk about any specific PCs in the pipeline, but Otellini said the changes will come with "Windows 
8, Windows 9 and beyond." 
 

Intel also showed off some new technologies for PCs that it is developing in its labs. It didn't say when any of 
them would be ready for market. 
 

One, called Fast Flash Standby, aims to make the "hibernate" power-saving mode on laptops less cumber-
some to use. Many people don't use hibernate because it takes minutes for a PC to come back to life, while a 
PC in standby mode starts up in seconds, said an Intel engineer who showed the technologies on stage. 
 

Yet hibernate mode saves much more energy. A laptop battery lasts only a few days in standby mode, but in 
hibernate mode it can run for almost a month, the engineer said. 
 

So Intel developed a new technology called Fast Flash Standby. It takes a snapshot of the state of the laptop 
in flash memory just before the PC goes into hibernation and can then bring it back to life in seconds. 
 

The engineer showed the technology on a laptop playing a high-definition video. When she put the machine 
in hibernation and then started it up again, the video resumed playing almost immediately. She even removed 
the battery and replaced it, and the machine started up where it left off. 
 

"If I did this in any other state, I'd be rebooting my system," she said. 
 

Another technology aims to help people with multiple computers to keep their files and folders synchronized 
among the various devices. Instead of using a USB drive or sending files between PCs via e-mail, users can 
drag and drop files on the screen to transfer them from one PC to another over a Wi-Fi network. 
 

The engineer contended it's better than cloud-based services for sharing content because the data remains 
within a user's own Wi-Fi network, which she argued is more secure. 
 

A third technology downloads e-mails, Twitter messages and other content automatically while the machine is 
unattended. A person catching an early flight, for example, can set the PC to wake up in the night and down-
load the latest information, so the user can run for the plane in the morning and have all their e-mail and other 
content already on the machine.  
 

One final technology, which Intel said was "fresh out of the labs," didn't work too well in the demonstration. It 
was supposed to allow a PC to act as a server and share images, videos and other files with other comput-
ers, even when they were running different operating systems. 
 

An engineer took a photo with an Android phone and made it appear instantly on the screen of a nearby Win-
dows PC. But when he tried the same thing several times with an iPhone, it didn't work. 
"The demo gods aren't smiling on us today," he said.

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Lately, we've been hearing a lot about cloud computing. Amazon's and Apple's recently announced cloud 
computing services have generated a lot of buzz. But if you don't understand why cloud computing is the fu-
ture of computers, you're not alone. 
 

The "cloud" simply refers to the Internet. "Cloud computing" refers to software and services that run over the 
Internet. Webmail like Gmail and Hotmail are considered cloud computing. So are online backup services like 
my national radio show's advertiser Carbonite.com. 
 

You can access cloud computing services and data from virtually any Web connection. Let's take a look at 
Amazon's and Apple's cloud services and the advantages they offer.  
 

Amazon Cloud Drive provides 5 gigabytes of free storage. That holds about 1,000 songs, 2,000 photos or 
20 minutes of high-definition video. There is a 2 GB size limit per file. You can upload documents, videos, mu-
sic, photos and more. 
 

You get unlimited access to your files from up to eight devices. Amazon will upgrade your account to 20 GB 
for a year at no charge. You just have to buy an MP3 album. If you need more storage, Amazon offers paid 
plans. They start at 20 GB and top out at 1,000 GB (1 terabyte). You'll pay $1 per gigabyte per year. Plans 
renew automatically. 
 

There are different ways to upload and download files. You can store MP3s purchased from Amazon on 
Cloud Drive automatically. Purchased music won't count against your storage limit. You can upload or down-
load single files via your Web browser. To download multiple MP3s, you'll need the Amazon MP3 download-
er. It runs on Windows XP, Vista and 7 and OS X 
 

Clicking a music file from your account will open the Amazon Cloud Player. You can listen to your music di-
rectly from the Web. You can only play MP3 files or AAC (M4A) files that are DRM-free. There's also a Cloud 
Player app for Android phones and tablets. 
 

Apple iCloud is a free service that replaces MobileMe. It is integrated into apps and iTunes. Some iCloud 
features appear in iTunes 10.3 beta, but the full roll-out is this fall. iCloud provides 5 GB of free storage. You 
can also store up to 20,000 songs purchased from iTunes. Other purchased content and photos don't count 
against your limit. 
 

When you purchase a song from iTunes, you can download it to any of your devices. Past purchases are 
available, and you can have music downloaded automatically. You can't play music directly from iCloud. You 
must download it. 
 

You probably have music purchased from another store or ripped from CD. In that case, there's iTunes Match 
($25 yearly). It scans your music collection. You can listen to music already in iTunes. If music isn't available, 
you can upload it from your collection.  
 

iCloud isn't just about music, though. Photo Stream syncs photos taken on your iOS device with other devic-
es. You can view and download photos to other iOS devices, PCs, Macs and Apple TVs. A Photo Stream al-
bum containing your last 1,000 photos is created. New photos are stored for 30 days. 
 

iCloud also backs up a variety of other data, like apps, text messages and iWork documents. You get a free 
email address that works across all your devices. And it stores your calendar and contacts and syncs entries 
across all your devices. If you choose, you can create a calendar to share with your entire family. 
 

To get all the features of iCloud, you'll need iOS 5 on your iPhone, iPad or iPod touch. Mac users need OS X 
Lion. It is available in July for $30. Windows users need Vista or Windows 7. Outlook 2007 or 2010 is recom-
mended for accessing contacts and calendars. 
 

As users, we are in the midst of a paradigm shift. No longer is our data, music, media, photos, and docu-
ments tied to a particular computer at a specific location. When all this moves into the cloud, access to your 
files is literally at your fingertips.

Change Default Save File  
Format in Word 2010 

 

By default, Word 2007/2010   
saves your documents in .docx 
format. If you want, for example, 
to share your Word files by email 
or on your website or blog, it is 
preferably to set a default  file 
save format that is largely com-
patible with the various Microsoft 
Word versions (97, 2003, etc.). 
 

In this tutorial, we will use Word 
2010. You can also apply it 
in Word 2007. 
 

1. Launch Word 2010 and click  
File > Options. 

 

2. Select Save tab, then click the 
drop-down menu (located after 
Save files in this format label) 
and choose a file format of 
your choice (.docm, .doc, .dotx, 
.dotm, etc.). When done, 
click OK. 

 

3. From now on, your next Word 
documents will be saved in the 
selected file format. That's it. 

 

Note: There are certain Office 
2010 effects, layouts, etc. that are 
only compatible with .docx for-
mat.

Removal of Personal Information  
 

As you create a workbook in Excel, 
there is a lot of information that is 
stored with the workbook that can 
identify you as the author. Most of 
this information is stored in the 
workbook's file properties.  
 

If you are using Excel 2002 or Ex-
cel 2003, there is an option you can 
use that can help eliminate some of 
the identifying information saved 
with a workbook.  
 

Choose Tools | Options to display 
the Options dialog box, then make 
sure the Security tab is displayed.  
 
Notice the Remove Personal Infor-
mation from File Properties on 
Save check box. If this option is 
selected, Word will strip out person-
al information from the file proper-
ties. 
 

Excel 2007 takes a much more de-
tailed approach to removing per-
sonal information from a workbook. 
This version includes a feature 
known as the Document Inspector, 
which can check the document for 
a wide range of items.  
 

Just click the Office button | Pre-
pare | Inspect Document. In the 
resulting Document Inspector dia-
log box, specify the items you want 
the inspector to look for and then 
click on Inspect.  
 

Excel displays what it found in the 
workbook and gives you the option 
to remove the personal information 
you want removed.
