Software Review
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Genie Backup Manager Pro 7.0

Reviewer’s Notes:

	 I found the installation of Genie Backup Manager Pro 7.0 to be straightforward.  The only difficulties were that 
after installing the program I had to restart the computer before registering it.  Also, it was necessary to install Genie File 
Access Manager separately.  It also required a computer restart before registering it.  The access manager allows the 
backup of files that are currently open instead of them being skipped in the backup process.

	 My first backup went very well.  I was easily guided through the 4 step process and found that I could easily backup 
my Internet Explorer settings, plugins, favorites, Outlook or Outlook Express settings, desktop contents and settings, AS 
WELL AS any folders that I wanted to backup.  I chose to backup all but the folders this time and it created a 30MB backup 
to CD/R.  It went very fast and backed everything up to one file plus an executable file to restore the backup.
Next I tried a full backup of 4.9 GB of data files.  It backed everything up to my USB drive in 14 minutes!  That’s the fastest 
backup of this data I’ve seen so far in reviewing backup programs.
I then backed up the same data to DVDs.  It took 2 DVDs and 36 minutes to backup everything with verify and compare.  
Very fast.

	 I liked the feature that after a full backup is completed, Genie will popup a periodic reminder that you haven’t 
backed up in a while.  One can also schedule unattended backups.
Genie also offers an online backup service.  For my 4GB backup, I would pay $199.50/year.  They also offer a bundle that 
includes the GBM 7.0 program and 1 GB of online storage for 1 year for $79.95.
Besides the backup functions mentioned above, Genie also includes Genie Wipe (which totally removes specified data 
from your hard drive) and Genie Eyes-Only (an encription program).  There is also an option to encript any data the pro-
gram backs up.

	 I would recommend this as the easiest and fastest backup program I’ve reviewed so far.  It is terrific for beginners 
through experts.  Although it lacks the drive backup capability of NTI backup, it backs up data files beautifully.

Dear President or User Group Officer,

	 You might remember me from the APUG  2007 
event in Las Vegas this year.  

	 As we discussed, the dynamics of modern mal-
ware attacks has changed significantly over the past few 
years.  Gone are the days of the big, obvious, worldwide 
malware attacks.  Today, the majority of attacks have but 
one goal in mind:  Profit.  As a result in the shift in this 
dynamic, many computers and computer networds are 
now infected but don’t realize it.  This is because today’s 
malware is sophisticated, secretive, and extremely elu-
sive.  

	 Unfortunately the public perception of this problem 
has been very limited.  Because these attacks are totally 
silent, the appearance is that all is okay with our systems 
and there has been little discussion of what is going on in 
the mass media.

	 This is where we would like to get the help of your 
members. Panda has developed a free scan (www.in-
fectedornot.com) that enable users to detect the malware 
that other programs might miss.  Panda would like your 
users to use this scan and report the results back to us.  

	 This testing is to be a part of a Panda Software 
study is investigating the actual extent that criminal mal-
ware is infecting PCs world-wide—even those PC’s with 
an anti-virus program installed. The study’s results, to be 
published, will offer information such as the actual num-
ber of infected computers and the types of threats that 
are most frequently installed on PCs without the users’ 
knowledge.

These are devices that allow you to have 2 or more computers connected to one key-
board, mouse and monitor.  The user can easily switch from one computer to another by tapping specific keys.  For ex-
ample, one of their most basic KVM units switches between only 2 computers.  Press the ‘Scroll Lock’ key twice to toggle 
between the computers.  Iogear offers new ‘Nano Technology’.  It is a special coating used on keyboards, mice, etc.  The 
coating helps prevent microbes from flourishing on surfaces.  Wireless keyboards and mice are also in the Iogear family.  
Bluetooth and USB wireless devices help people to simplify their computers and peripherals, like printers, PDA’s, even 
your cell phone in the car.  Another great networking system entails using the power lines in your home or office to con-
nect two computers in different rooms without running network cable.  All of this technology can be used to make life a 
little easier as people connect more devices to the computer.  Keith enlightened us with a wealth of information.

Changing the Color of a Cell 
Border

You probably already know that 
Excel allows you to add borders 
to your cells. This is handy for 
separating different pieces of infor-
mation within the same data table 
and for, well, just making your 
data look better.

You are not limited to black bor-
ders, however. You can specify 
different colors for your borders 
by following these steps if you are 
using a version of Excel prior to 
Excel 2007:

1. Select the cells whose border 
colors you want to change.

2. Choose Cells from the Format 
menu. Word displays the Format 
Cells dialog box.

3. Make sure the Border tab is 
selected, as shown in Figure 2.

4. Using the Color drop-down list, 
specify a color you want to use for 
borders.

5. Using the co

ntrols in the dialog box, specify the 
borders for the cell as you nor-
mally would.

Applies to Excel 97, 2000, 2002, 
2003, and 2007

One of the tools that Word pro-
vides is a full thesaurus. You can 
use this tool to find alternate words 
with the same meaning (syn-
onyms), words with the opposite 
meaning (antonyms), or related 
words. Related words are typically 
similar words based on the root 
of the word you specify. To find a 
related word, follow these steps:

1.	 Position the insertion point 
in the word you wish to check. 

2.	 Press Shift+F7 or choose 
Language from the Tools menu 
and then Thesaurus from the 
submenu. If you are using Word 97 
or Word 2000, you see the The-
saurus dialog box. If you are using 
Word 2002 or Word 2003, you see 
the Research task pane, with the 
thesaurus information displayed. 

3.	 If related words are avail-
able for the word, you will see the 
Related Words choice in the dialog 
box or the task pane. Click on Re-
lated Words. 

4.	 In the Related Words list, 
select the desired related word. 

5.	 Click on Replace (if using 
Word 97 or Word 2000) or click 
the down-arrow to the right of the 
related word and choose Insert (if 
using Word 2002 or Word 2003).

Once finished you need to go 
to where you saved the file 
(s) to and then simply install 
all your patches.
