You might want to
log in to your Internet accounts and change your
passwords. | mean banks, online stores, email
providers and tax/government related web sites.

Security experts say that people should have a
different password for each account. If one is
compromised, the hacker will try the same user
name and password on other sites to further
compromise your personal data | understand this
can be a pain. How do | remember all of my
passwords?

Try using a password manager. Online,
LastPass is really good, very secure. My favorite
is a standalone program called KeePass. It can
run from a flash drive. If you use a password
manager, the only password that you need to re-
member is the master password. Then you can

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Paid Apps for Free or Deeply Discounted Now Readily Available by Ira Wilsker

Several months ago |
wrote about some of the
online services that make
available to users a "daily
deal" of commercial PC and
MAC software either for free
or deeply discounted. This
fully functional commercial
software is legally licensed
and legitimate, not pirated,
and made available for a
very limited time for free (or
deeply discounted). Two of
the websites that | monitor
on a daily basis as a source
of free or discounted com-
mercial PC software are
SharewareOnSale.com and
Giveawayoftheday.com. Re-
cently, Share-
wareOnSale.com has of-
fered for very brief periods of
time, name brand software
from Norton, BitDefender,
IObit, and other well known
software publishers. These
are legal, full versions of
commercial software, made
available in the hope that us-
ers will later pay for annual
renewals or upgrades. Sev-
eral of the publishers offered
a free one year license of
their products, with the op-
tion of buying multiyear or
lifetime licenses at deep dis-
counts, often exceeding an
80% discount from the retail
price. This has proven to be
an effective way of improving
market share in a highly
competitive industry while
giving users a reasonable
opportunity to use commer-
cial software instead of the
"freeware" alternatives.

The deals offered by

some of these websites have
proven so popular that it was
only a matter of time until
additional categories of com-
mercial software became
available. Recently, Ashraf,
the publisher of the very
popular Share-
wareOnSale.com website
that has become an industry
leader in making available
these super deals on com-
mercial PC and MAC soft-
ware, introduced a compan-
ion software site that offers
similar deals on apps for An-
droid, iOS devices (iPad and
iPhone), MAC powered de-
vices. and Windows pow-
ered smart devices. This
new website is  Hun-
gryForApps.com.

Updated at least daily,
HungryForApps.com is cur-
rently offering (as | type this)
almost 250 normally paid
(commercial) apps either for
free or at a significant dis-
count from the "app store"
prices. Almost all of the
apps listed are downloaded
and installed directly from
the authorized app stores,
such as Google's Play Store,
or iTunes, which provides a
degree of safety and security
not available from third party
or illicit pirate download web-
sites.

On the Hun-
gryForApps.com website,
each app is initially displayed
as an icon, about 50 per
page, with the descriptive
app name, the normal selling
price, and the discounted
rate. If the item is displayed

with the statement "100%
Discount", the descriptive
word "Free" will always be
the first word in the descrip-
tion. Just above and to the
right of each descriptive app
icon is a smaller icon that
denotes the operating sys-
tem for that particular app. It
is very easy for users to visu-
ally determine which operat-
ing system is required for
each displayed app; a small
blue icon with a circled capi-
tal "A" indicates that the
listed app is for iOS devices,
and that the app can be
downloaded directly by click-
ing on the icon, and receiv-
ing the app directly from the
official Apple App Store; a
small green robot, the trade-
mark for Android, indicates
that the app is for Android
smart devices, and can be
downloaded via the linked
icon directly from the Google
Play Store. Several of the
displayed icons, often featur-
ing some excellent deals,
have a small Amazon App
Store logo, which indicates
that the app can be down-
loaded from Amazon's An-
droid App Store, a worthy
competitor to Google's Play
Store. A quick glance at
some of the listed Amazon
distributed Android apps
showed several relatively ex-
pensive Android apps, many
in the $10 to $25 range,
could be downloaded from
Amazon for free through the
HungryForApps.com linked
icon.

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Paid Apps for Free or Deeply Discounted Now Readily Available by Ira Wilsker

These apps marketed by Hun-
gryForApps.com serve a vari-
ety of purposes and func-
tions.

Many of them are games, in-
cluding some of the more pop-
ular paid games, which are
available for free or discount-
ed; many others are a variety
of utilities, including security
software, word processing,
mapping, and other practical
apps. On just the first page of
today's deals (the total listing
as | type this is five pages
long, 50 apps per page), are
an assortment of games, lan-
guage learning and translation
utilities (Spanish, French, Ara-
bic, English), paint and photo
editing apps, camera utilities,
mathematical and calculator
apps, contact managers, en-
cryption apps, ringtone gener-
ators and converters, e-book
readers, QSR code readers
and generators, exercise
guides, a bartending guide,
city travel guides, and calen-
dar apps. Of all of the com-
mercial (paid) apps listed,
about 150 are available for a
limited time for free, and about
another 100 are discounted
from the app store listed pric-
es. The discounts on the paid
items mostly range from 30%
to 85% off the app store pric-
es, and include a wide assort-
ment of apps including Power-
Point and PDF converters, Mi-
crosoft Word commercial tem-
plates, large bundles of
iBooks, file managers, music
editors, games, security soft-
ware, finance and investment

managers, digital scanners,
and other types of paid apps.
For ease of use, Hun-
gryForApps.com offers a
menu bar on its website that
can sort the available apps by
operating system, or price
(free or paid). The current list
offers 40 free Android apps,
including a $13 office suite
available for a limited time
from Amazon for free. Also
listed are about 45 paid An-
droid apps, with original prices
as high as $15 with discounts
as much as 85% off listed
prices. The selection of about
100 iPhone and iPad apps in-
cludes an assortment of apps
similar to the Android selec-
tion, but almost all of the nor-
mally paid iPhone and iPad
are available for free, with only
a few available with retail pric-
es as high as $30, but availa-
ble at discounted prices of 99
cents to $5. All of the iPhone
and iPad apps listed are avail-
able for download directly
from itunes.apple.com. An-
other 52 MAC apps are availa-
ble under similar terms as the
others, free or discounted, and
available for download from
Apple's Mac Download Store.
With an average of
about 250 apps a day availa-
ble from HungryForApps.com,
it is an excellent resource for
apps, but it is not the only col-
lection of its type. Another ex-
cellent source of free and
deeply discounted commercial
apps is AppGratis at appgra-
tis.com. While its daily offer-
ings for iPhone, iPad, and An-
droid are listed on its website,

its primary promotional vector
is a daily announcement sent
directly to the selected device
which lists the day's offerings
for that device. While at least
one paid app offered for free
is featured daily for each de-
vice, AppGratis also offers
some deeply discounted com-
mercial titles as well. In re-
cent days AppGratis has of-
fered for my Android devices
an assortment of paid games
and utilities for free. Several
of the iPad and iPhone specif-
ic apps have also been most
interesting and useful.  Ap-
pGratis has its own free app
for these devices, which can
be found in the appropriate
app store; this AppGratis app
displays a notification on the
device whenever new free
apps are featured for that de-
vice, typically once a day. |
can recommend the free Ap-
pGratis app as an efficient
way to be kept informed of the
daily deals. AppGratis also
offers a once-daily email of its
offerings, as well as its web-
site which displays all current-
ly available offerings.

Between HungryForApps.com
and AppGratis, almost any
smart device user will almost
certainly find some occasional
super deals, usually free, that
will enhance the enjoyment and
functionality of his device. As
far as apps are concerned,
both of these services are a
daily top priority for me.

Book Review By:

Making Windows 8.1 Learning Curve a Little
Straighter. A few years ago when my Windows
Vista crashed, | loaded Windows 7 onto the com-
puter, and got my hands on a copy of Plain &
Simple Windows 7, published by O’Reilly Media
Inc., to guide me through the change. The book
was so helpful that | didn’t hesitate ordering Plain
& Simple Windows 8.1, published by the same
company, when | took the plunge for a new
touchscreen loaded with Windows 8.1.

I've learned to get the most from the new com-
puter, a constant learning process, much in part
to O’ Reilly’s brand of making it plain and simple
to find what you’re looking for. One of the au-
thors, Joli Ballew, has authored nearly 50 books
in the tech field and holds several certifications
with Microsoft; while its other author, Nancy Muir
has 60 tech and business books to her credit,
generating several awards.

The trade paperback book uses the same orange
cover and heavy-grade slick paper pages as be-
fore, providing durability. Additionally, the pages
of its 20 sections are color coded along the top
for easy searches, with an overview of the differ-
ent sections listed in the front of the book. A 12
page glossary explains many terms, including the
new “‘charms.” A thorough index ranging from
“accessibility settings” to “zoom in or out,” covers
he back 29 pages.

What is "Heartbleed"?

The "heartbleed" vulnerability has received a lot
of media attention over the last week. It is a seri-
ous security vulnerability that was recently dis-
covered in software used to create secure Inter-
net connections, which could potentially enable
cybercriminals to steal passwords and other sen-
sitive data. "Heartbleed" is not malware like a
virus or Trojan that VIPRE can detect. It is a flaw
in software used by websites you may visit and
that cybercriminals may be exploiting.

What Should You Do?

Watch your email inbox for notifications from the
websites and online services you use that alert
you to whether or not they are vulnerable. If they
are, change your passwords when instructed
(you should wait until the websites and services
you use confirm they are patched before chang-
ing your password). For services unaffected by
this vulnerability, it is recommended that you al-
so change any common passwords you use as
these may have been compromised.

Undo Automatic Changes You

Don't Want

By default, Word imposes lots of
changes on the text you enter in a
document. For example, it might
convert a Web address to a hyper-
link, replace straight apostrophes
and quotation marks with their
curly counterparts, or turn a pair of
hyphens into an em dash. If that's
a welcome convenience, you're in
good shape. If you want to sup-
press those types of changes, you
can disable them. See 10 annoy-
ing Word features (and how to turn

them off)for details. But if you want
to prevent those changes only
from time to time, reach for the
Undo command -- [Ctrl]Z. Undo
isn't just for reversing something
you've done; it also undoes some
of the actions Word takes. Don't
want that em dash? When Word
inserts it, hit [Ctrl]]Z and change it
back to the hyphens you intended

to enter.

Excel Tips

Opening Non-Excel Files

Excel includes a built-in file fil-
tering system that allows you to
open many other types of files
automatically. For instance, you
may be able to open files origi-
nally created in a different
spreadsheet, such as 1-2-3 or
Quattro Pro. Notice that | said
you "may be able" to do this.
The fuzziness here is because
your particular installation of
Excel may not allow you to load
such files. Exactly which filters
were installed depends on
which options were chosen dur-
ing installation.

When you attempt to open a file
other than a native Excel file,
the program attempts to do a
conversion to the Excel format.
If a conversion is not possible,
an error results and you are
notified. If Excel needs addi-
tional information to do the con-
version, you are presented with
a series of dialog boxes that
allow you to specify the param-
eters Excel will use when con-
verting information. (This most
often occurs when you attempt
to load text files.)

The best way to see if Excel will
open a particular file is simply
to try it. If there is a problem,
you can then check the Excel
Setup program to see if there is
a filter which you can load from
your program CD.

Security: Malwarebytes
tweaked the user flow to im-
prove protection. Prior to run-
ning a scan, Anti-Malware 2.0
looks for out-of-date versions, so
you'll be running the latest ver-
sion without question. And while
infected computers sometimes
block anti-malware apps, Mal-
warebytes' Chameleon tech
stubbornly gets Anti-Malware
installed and running, whether or
not the PC has malicious pro-
grams on it. .
